IMPORTANT NOTICE

End user must be given this instruction sheet prior to delivery of this Snow Plow.
The equipment you have just purchased should only be used on vehicles equipped with the Manufacturer’s Snow Plow Preparation
Packages.  Snow Plowing without the original Snow Plow Preparation Package may damage your vehicle and the added weight to the
equipment may impair the operation and control of the vehicle .  Snow Plowing with a vehicle that the manufacturer does not recommend
for that purpose may void your new vehicle warranty.  If your vehicle is not originally equipped with the Snow Plow Package, additional
parts may be necessary before snow plowing.  Owners of these vehicles should consult their dealers before purchase or installation of
such parts.

Warning:  Lift Arm extends beyond bumper of vehicle.  To minimize damage from a front-end collision, Lift Arm should be
removed from vehicle  when Snow Plow is removed.

GENERAL INFORMATION

CAUTION:  Always disconnect battery before
beginning installation.

DO NOT BURN holes or WELD vehicle frame.  This
may cause frame failure.

Af ter  f i rs t  use,  ret ighten a l l  mount ing bol t
connections to specified torque.  All mounting
bolt connections to be checked periodically for
tightness.

Locknuts are furnished DO NOT tighten bolts and
nuts until installation is complete (unless otherwise
specified), then be sure to tighten all attaching
parts per specified torque chart.

NOTE: It is important that the Meyer harness, all
wires from the Meyer light switch, and all other
electrical wires be routed around hot or moving
engine parts, and any sharp metal.  Protection
must be provided to guard against wire damage
at these points.  All excess or loose wires must
be neatly secured using wire ties. Meyer Products assumes no responsibility for

installations not made in accordance with these
instructions.

TORQUE CHART FOOT LBS.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Remove air dam. Retain all hardware. The air dam
may be reinstalled.

B. If vehicle is equipped with Tow Hooks, remove tow
hook bolts from the bottom flange and inside of
the frame rail on both driver and passenger sides.
Retain hardeware. They will not be reused.

C. Position clevis frame (1) between frame rails and
align to where tow hook bolts were removed.  Attach
clevis frame to the inside and bottom of vehicle
frame using M12 x 1.75 x 40mm bolts (10), washers
(11).Do not tighten at this time. 

Without Tow Hooks
Position clevis frame (1) between frame rails and
align to where tow hook bolts would be. See
Illustration.  Attach clevis frame to front of vehicle
frame using 1/2-13 x 5” bolt (21), Sleeve (19),
washers (23) and locknut (22). Attach clevis frame
(1) to the bottom of vehicle frame using
1/2-13 x 1-3/4” bolt (20), washers (23) and locknut
(22). Do not tighten at this time.

D. Using the clevis frame (1) as a template, drill a
21/32” hole all the way through the frame rails at
hole "A" and at hole "B" drill a 21/32” hole through
the inside section of the frame rail only.

E. Remove clevis (1) and re-drill only the inside section
of the frame rails at hole "A"  with a 27/32” bit.  This
will allow for the installation of sleeve (6).

F. Reposition the clevis frame (1) between the vehicle
frame rails and reattach using M12 x 1.75 x 40mm
bolts (10), washers (11).

Without Tow Hooks
Reposition clevis frame (1) between frame rails.
Re-attach clevis frame to front of vehicle frame using
1/2-13 x 5” bolt (21), Sleeve (19), washers (23) and
locknut (22). Attach clevis frame (1) to the bottom
of vehicle frame using 1/2-13 x 1-3/4” bolt (20),
washers (23) and locknut (22). See Illustration.
Do not tighten at this time.

G. Attach clevis frame (1) at hole "A"  using 5/8-11x
5-1/2” bolt (9), sleeve (6), washers (12), and locknut
(13), See illustration. Do not tighten at this time.

H. Guide handle bolt w/washer (3) through vehicle
frame pushing bolt out the top hole in clevis frame.
Attach using washers (12) and locknuts (13). Per
illustration .

I. Tighten all fasteners to their proper torque.  Tighten
bolts in the same order they were assembled to
the vehicle.

J. Reinstall air dam if desired, notch out around clevis
frame as needed.

Important Notice:  Current production lift frames
have  additional stops (Part No. 10626) tack welded
to the existing stops.  (See illustration.) Depending
upon the S.A.F. Carton being installed, additional
stops may need to be added or removed.

K. When installing S.A.F. Carton 16505, lift frame
should NOT have the additional stops (Part No.
10626) Remove 10626 stops and replace with
11734 stops plates.

Note: Before installing lift frame tubing to clevis
frame, liberally coat ends of lift frame with chassis
grease / anti-seize lubricant.

L. Install Lift Frame (15) into the tubes on the clevis
frame.  Turn adjusting bolts in until contact is made
with lift frame.

Caution:  Do not over tighten adjustment bolts.
Adjust bolts for minimum clearance between lift
frame and receiver tubes while still allowing for ease
of lift frame removal.  See illustration.  Secure lift
frame (15) to clevis frame (1) using hinge Pins (5)
and hair pin cotters (14).

M. Attach lift arm (2) to lift frame (15) using 5/8-11 x 3-
1/4” bolt (8) and locknut (13).  Mount Hydraulic
unit to lift frame using 5/8-11 x 3-1/4” bolt (8) and
locknut (13), and to lift arm (2) using 5/8-11 x
 2-3/4” bolt (7) and locknut (13).  (SEE WARNING)

N. Install hydraulic system and snow plow lights per
separate instructions.

O. Pre-Assemble Moldboard Assembly, A-Frame (16),
Sector, ect., per separate instructions.

P. Hook the A-Frame chain to the Lift Arm (2) allowing
sufficient slack to enable the Moldboard to follow
ground contour while plowing.

Note:  When the lift frame module (15) is removed
from the vehicle, the insides of the clevis frame (1)
receiver tubes and outside ends of the lift frame
should be coated with chassis grease/anti-seize
lubricant and the protective receiver tube caps (4)
install over the clevis frame receiver tubes.
